Notice of Intent to Bid

Organizations with an interest in this Request for Proposals (RFP) are encouraged to submit a
Notice of Intent to Bid (Appendix A) to the Sacramento County Office of Education (SCOE) as
soon as possible. The purpose of this notice is solely to inform SCOE of the identity of those
who may participate in the competitive bidding process, so that any correspondence related to
the bidding process (e.g., answers to questions described below, any amendments to the RFP,
etc.) can be appropriately distributed. Submission of a Notice of Intent to Bid is not a promise or
obligation to submit a proposal, nor does lack of a Notice of Intent to Bid disqualify a bidder from
submitting a proposal. The Notice of Intent to Bid should be faxed (preferred) or mailed as
indicated on the Notice.

Telephone Bidders’ Conference

On June 29, 2006, SCOE will hold a Telephone Bidders’ Conference beginning at 1:00 p.m. Pacific
time. SCOE will set up and pay for the conference call. If you would like to participate in the
Telephone Bidders’ Conference, contact Cyndi Kroeck at SCOE (916-228-2672, or
ckroeck@scoe.net) by 5:00 p.m. Pacific time on June 28. During the Telephone Bidders’
Conference, SCOE staff will provide an overview of the RFP and respond orally to questions
posed by potential bidders about the RFP and contract. No written record will be made of the
Telephone Bidders’ Conference.

Written Questions about the RFP or the Contract

SCOE welcomes written questions about this RFP or the anticipated contract. Written questions
must be accompanied by the submitter's name, organization, address, telephone number, fax
number, and e-mail address. Questions may be submitted via e-mail (preferred), mail, or fax
anytime through July 18, 2006 (5:00 p.m.). SCOE staff will distribute (via e-mail) to all who have
submitted a Notice of Intent to Bid the questions and SCOE’s responses according to the
following schedule:

* Answers to questions received by July 10 will be distributed on July 12.
* Answers to questions received after July 10 will be distributed within three business
days of receipt.

Questions received after 5:00 p.m. on July 18 will not be answered. All potential bidders who
submit a Notice of Intent to Bid will receive all questions and responses regardless of when the
notice is submitted. To ensure that all prospective bidders have equal access to information, no
substantive questions related to the RFP or the contract will be answered by telephone, other
than those posed during the Telephone Bidders’ Conference.

Proposal Evaluation and Potential Contact with Bidders

It is expected that proposals will be evaluated on Monday, July 31, 2006. If the Proposal Review
Team has questions for a bidder, they will be e-mailed to the bidder as soon as possible with an
indication of when the written responses to the questions will be due to SCOE (probably August
2 by 5:00 p.m.).

Notification of Winning Bidder and Required August 7 Program Planning Meeting

Each bidder will be notified whether or not the bidder’s proposal received the highest total score.
This is expected to occur by August 3. The bidder with the highest scored proposal may be
offered the contract, and, if so, that bidder's Program Manager and other key program staff will
be required to attend a program planning meeting in Sacramento on August 7 from 1:00-5:00 p.m.
(The costs of attending this meeting should be included in the program budget.)

Length of Contract

SCOE expects to enter into a contract that will begin approximately August 7, 2006, and expire
on January 31, 2008.

Notification Regarding the Disposition of Proposals

All proposals and related documents submitted in response to this RFP shall become the property
of the Sacramento County Office of Education. In accordance with the California Public Records
Act, all proposals and related documents will be available for public inspection at the conclusion
of the scoring process. Submission of a proposal denotes acceptance of these terms.
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PART 1

PROGRAM PURPOSE AND BACKGROUND

The Sacramento County Office of Education (SCOE) is seeking a contractor to implement the
California Teacher Recruitment Program (CTRP). This part of this Request for Proposals (RFP)
describes the purpose of the CTRP, provides background information, and gives a brief summary
of this RFP.

Program Purpose

The purpose of the CTRP is to recruit No Child Left Behind (NCLB) highly qualified teachers to
California public schools (including charter schools) that ranked in statewide deciles 1, 2, or 3 on
California’s 2004 Academic Performance Index (API) base. Emphasis is to be placed on the
recruitment of ethnically diverse teachers in shortage areas, specifically K-12 special education
and secondary (grades 7-12) mathematics and science, in three distinct, high-need, contractor-
selected geographic areas. Recruitment means identifying, attracting, and placing “highly
qualified” teachers in decile 1-3 schools. A “highly qualified” teacher as defined by NCLB is an
individual who (a) has a bachelor’s degree from an accredited institution of higher education, (b)
has a California teaching credential or intern certificate, or is enrolled in an approved California
Commission on Teacher Credentialing intern program, and (c) has demonstrated subject matter
competence. Program funds may be used for training as long the training contributes to the
recruitment of NCLB highly qualified teachers to decile 1-3 schools and does not substitute for
any requirement of a credential program. More information about the NCLB teacher requirements
can be found at: _http://www.cde.ca.gov/nclb/sr/tg/index.asp.

Background

The CTRP is authorized by Senate Bill 65 (Chapter 491, 2005), Budget Trailer Bill, which provides
up to $3 million for the program. In January 2006, the California Department of Education (CDE)
invited California county offices of education to compete for the funding by submitting an
application due February 28. Interested county offices were to propose (a) how they would
contract with an outside entity, through a competitive bidding process, to recruit teachers to
decile 1-3 schools, (b) how they would administer, monitor, and evaluate the resulting contract,
and (c) their costs for these activities. In April, CDE notified SCOE that it was selected for
funding. SCOE'’s costs for completing its responsibilities total $109,483, leaving up to $2,890,517
available for the contractor.

SCOE’s Responsibilities, Contract Monitor, and Program Advisory Panel

SCOE is responsible for (a) selecting a contractor through a competitive bidding process, (b)
monitoring the contractor’'s work and expenditures, and (c) evaluating the program. Dr. Bob
Carlson, Director of SCOE’s Center for Student Assessment and Program Accountability, or his
designee, will be SCOE’s Contract Monitor. The Contract Monitor will be the principal SCOE staff
member with whom the contractor will interact during the term of the contract. The Contract
Monitor will monitor the contractor’'s work, especially for the quality of services/products and
adherence to performance deadlines, and will review the contractor’s invoices for accuracy and
contract compliance. All materials developed and services provided by the contractor will be
subject to the review and approval of the Contract Monitor. The Contract Monitor will serve as
liaison between the contractor and SCOE’s Program Advisory Panel, described below.




SCOE will create a Program Advisory Panel that will consist of experts in the field of teacher
recruitment and retention. We expect the panel to have up to five members and representation
from CDE. The panel will meet quarterly in Sacramento to review program status and to advise
SCOE and the contractor. The panel will meet for a half-day meeting in conjunction with the
SCOE-contractor monthly management meetings in October 2006 and January, April, July, and
October 2007.

California’s Academic Performance Index and Decile 1-3 Schools

California’s APl is a numeric index (or scale) ranging from 200 to 1000 that reflects a school’'s (or
a district’'s) performance on statewide testing. For each school year, a school receives an API
“base” and an API “growth.” The API base is computed from the results of statewide testing
administered in the spring of the previous school year. The API growth is computed from the
results of the statewide testing administered in the spring of the school year of interest. For
example, a school’'s 2004 API base is computed from the results of spring 2004 testing, and the
school’s 2005 API growth is computed from the results of the spring 2005 testing. A school’s
API base can be subtracted from its next year’'s API growth to determine how much the school’s
student achievement grew in a year. The API base and its associated API growth are based on
the same assessments and weightings.

Each year, the state ranks schools on their APl base. Schools are ranked (within school type)
both (a) in comparison with all schools in the state (statewide rank) and (b) in comparison with
100 schools with similar characteristics (similar-schools rank). For both of these rankings,
schools are assigned to deciles, whereby ten percent of the schools are in each decile 1-10,
with 10 being the highest performing schools and 1 the lowest performing schools. More
information about the API can be found at: http://www.cde.ca.gov/ta/ac/ap/index.asp.

As stated above, the goal of the CTRP is to recruit teachers to schools (including charter
schools) in deciles 1-3 based on the 2004 API base. Table 1 shows the number of such schools
by county and the percentage of schools they represent. Figure 1 is a map of California’s 58
counties.’

Summary of this Request for Proposals

Part 2 of this RFP describes contract and program requirements that the contractor must adhere
to and how SCOE plans to evaluate the work of the contractor. Part 3 describes proposal
submission, organization, and content requirements, and Part 4 describes the proposal review
process and the criteria against which proposals will be evaluated. Part 5 provides information
about the contract that SCOE expects to enter into as a result of this RFP.

T As described in Part 3 of this RFP, bidders are required to identify three geographic areas in
California where they propose to focus their efforts. The data in Table 1, and Figure 1, may be
helpful in identifying appropriate geographic areas for the work, but they are not sufficient for that
purpose.

PART 2

CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS, PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS,
AND PROGRAM EVALUATION

This part of this RFP specifies contract and program requirements, and describes the program
evaluation that SCOE will conduct.

Contract Requirements
The contractor will be required to do the following:
Attend an August 7 Program Planning Meeting Upon Award of the Contract

The contractor’'s Program Manager and other key contractor program staff will be required to
attend a program planning meeting in Sacramento on August 7, 2006, from 1:00-5:00 p.m. As
described in Part 4 of this RFP, SCOE expects to notify the winning bidder by August 3. All
bidders should be prepared to attend this meeting on short notice and include the costs of
attending this meeting in their program budgets. The purpose of this meeting will be for the SCOE
and contractor program staff to meet, to review the contractor’'s plans, and to discuss any
contract issues that need to be addressed. The SCOE Contract Monitor will develop an agenda
for this meeting and give the contractor the opportunity to review it before the meeting.

Provide Monthly Written Progress Reports

The contractor will be required to provide to the SCOE Contract Monitor monthly written program
progress reports. Each progress report will include information on program activities and
program costs. The SCOE Contract Monitor will consult with the contractor to determine the
specific content, organization, and format of the progress reports. Each progress report should
cover one calendar month. The first progress report will be for August 2006; the final report will
be for January 2008.

Participate in Monthly Management Meetings

The contractor’'s Program Manager and other key contractor program staff will be required to
participate in monthly management meetings with the SCOE Contract Monitor. These meetings
will be held about four days after the receipt by the Contract Monitor of the monthly progress
report. The first monthly management meeting is to take place in early September 2006; the last
will take place in early January 2008. The progress report, upcoming activities, and any relevant
issues will be the focus of these meetings, which are expected to last up to two hours. The
contractor will submit a draft meeting agenda with the progress report. SCOE’s Program
Advisory Panel will participate in the October 2006 and January, April, July, and October 2007
monthly management meetings. These meetings are expected to last up to four hours.

If the contractor’'s Program Manager and other key program staff are located within a three-hour
drive of Sacramento, the monthly management meetings will be held in Sacramento, mid-day so
that contractor staff can travel to and from the meeting on the same day. Such bidders should
include in their budgets their travel expenses to these meetings, but need not include the Program
Advisory Panel’s travel expenses. If the contractor's Program Manager and other key program
staff are located beyond a three-hour drive of Sacramento, all but three of the monthly
management meetings will take place on the telephone. The meetings that involve the Program




Advisory Panel in October 2006, April 2007, and October 2007 will be held in Sacramento.
Bidders in this circumstance should include in their budgets all telephone costs for including all
participants in all of the meetings conducted over the telephone, and their own travel expenses
for participating in person in the October 2006, April 2007, and October 2007 meetings with the
Program Advisory Panel to be held in Sacramento.

Provide Data for Reports

SCOE is required to submit to CDE two interim reports about the program. One will be due on
March 30, 2007, and the due date of the other report will be based on the contractor’s timeline of
activities. For these two reports, the contractor will be required to submit to the SCOE Contract
Monitor data about program activities and costs. The Contract Monitor will work with the
contractor to determine the specific data required. The data are to be submitted to SCOE
approximately three weeks before each report’s due date to CDE.

In addition to the two interim reports described above, SCOE is required to submit to CDE a final
expenditure report and a program summary report. These will be due to CDE by February 28,
2008. The contractor will be required to submit to the SCOE Contract Monitor (a) a draft program
summary report by December 14, 2007, and (b) by February 11, 2008, (1) a final program
summary report reflecting revisions specified by the Contract Monitor and (2) specified final
program expenditure data for use in SCOE’s final expenditure report.

At the end of the program, SCOE will be required to compute and submit to CDE a per-unit cost
(i.e., cost per new teacher hired). The contractor will be required to collect and provide to SCOE
data that will allow for a per-unit cost to be computed.

Program Requirements
The contractor will be required to implement the program consistent with the following:
Focus Efforts on Specified High-Need Certification Areas

Although the recruitment of teachers of any grades or subjects would be acceptable, the
contractor will be required to focus its efforts on the recruitment of NCLB-compliant highly
qualified teachers of the following types:

» special education teachers in grades K-12,
* mathematics teachers in grades 7-12, and
» science teachers in grades 7-12.

Focus Efforts on Three Distinct High-Need Geographic Areas

The contractor will be required to identify three distinct geographic areas in California in which to
focus its recruitment efforts. Each identified area must have its own set of teacher recruitment
needs, challenges, and opportunities that differs from the other two areas. For example, one
area might be relatively inexpensive but unappealing to live in, while another might be relatively
expensive to live in. One area might have ample higher education institutions that produce
credentialed teachers, while another may not. The contractor is to identify and define three
areas in which its efforts will be focused. One of the areas must be primarily rural, as defined in
Part 3 of this RFP.

During the period of the grant, the contractor will be required to focus its efforts on the three
selected geographic areas. This means that program activities and funds are to be used to



recruit teachers to decile 1-3 schools in those areas. If, incidental to those efforts, teachers are
recruited to decile 1-3 schools in other areas, that would be fine.

One of the program requirements is to build recruitment structures and processes in the three
selected geographic areas that will sustain in those areas beyond the funding for this contract
(see below). Thus, planning for sustainability should be part of the contractor’'s work.
Subsequent to the grant period, the contractor may, using its own resources, continue to provide
teacher recruitment services anywhere it likes.

Aim for Diversity in Recruitment

In 2004-05, 31% of California’s K-12 students were White (non-Hispanic), yet 72% of the
teachers were White (non-Hispanic). The contractor is to focus its efforts on the recruitment of
any NCLB-compliant highly qualified teachers of the three types listed above, but with special
attention to the recruitment of teachers with ethnic backgrounds other than White (non-Hispanic).
Similarly, efforts must be made to recruit male K-12 special education teachers and female
mathematics and science teachers for grades 7-12.

Recruit Both People for Whom Teaching is a First Career and People in Other Fields

In its recruitment efforts, the contractor must work on recruiting both (a) individuals for whom
teaching is a first career and (b) individuals who currently work in other fields. Specific
recruitment activities must target each group.

Integrate Program Efforts with Existing Programs, Resources, and Incentives

The contractor will be required to implement recruitment activities that are coordinated with, not
duplicative of, and that leverage existing state and federal teacher recruitment and retention
programs, resources (e.g., Title |, Title 1l), and incentives (e.g., HUD housing).

Build Recruitment Structures and Processes That Will Sustain Beyond Current
Program Funding

The contractor will be required to build recruitment structures and processes that are not only
integrated with and that leverage existing programs, resources, and incentives, but that will help
school districts establish and sustain cost-effective teacher recruitment programs once the
current funding ceases.

Program Evaluation

SCOE will plan and implement both a formative, ongoing evaluation as well as a final summative
evaluation of the program. Each of these evaluations is discussed below following a discussion
of program outcome data.

Outcome Data

A variety of program outcome data will be used in both the formative and summative evaluations.
As indicated in Part 3 of this RFP, bidders are required to identify specific program goals and
objectives, which must be feasible and consistent with the program purpose discussed in Part 1
of this RFP and the program requirements discussed above. Some of the program objectives
must be quantitative so that their accomplishment can be evaluated with objective program data.
Thus, the specific data collected throughout the program will depend on the contractor’s goals
and objectives.



Relevant goals and objectives and the related data collected could include, for the specified
teacher types at decile 1-3 schools, reduction in the number of emergency permits and waivers,
increase in number of NCLB-compliant highly qualified teachers, and reduction in the number of
teachers leaving (attrition). Other potential outcome data include, but are not limited to:

* number of contacts made to the contractor by prospective teachers;

* number of teachers who apply to a district “through” (or after making contact with) the
contractor, by level, content area, ethnicity, gender, etc.;

* number of those teachers who are hired, by level, content area, ethnicity, gender, etc.;

* number of hired teachers who take jobs in decile 1-3 schools;

* number of new teachers vs. number of current teachers who move to decile 1-3 schools;
and

» district or school satisfaction with the new hires.

Formative Program Evaluation

As part of its contract monitoring responsibilities, SCOE will evaluate contractor performance
throughout the program’s life. As described above, the contractor will be required to prepare
monthly progress reports and participate in monthly management meetings. These reports and
meetings will focus on the contractor’s progress in implementing program activities, meeting its
goals and objectives, and staying within the budget. The contractor will also be required to
provide the data needed for two interim data reports showing progress toward meeting program
goals and objectives and related budget/expenditure information. In these ways, SCOE will track
contractor progress against its goals and objectives, and work with the contractor to make
program and/or expenditure adjustments when necessary.

In addition, SCOE will contact appropriate school district staff (e.g., personnel directors,
superintendents) that have interacted with the contractor to collect information about their
perspectives of the effectiveness of the contractor and their suggestions for improvement.
These contacts will be made at the time the interim data reports are being developed so that the
information collected can be included in those reports.

Summative Program Evaluation

At the end of the program, SCOE will prepare a program summary report for CDE that will
describe the extent to which the contractor’s goals and objectives have been met. This report
will identify and discuss successful recruitment strategies and activities, and identify those that
were less successful. At this point, SCOE will work with the contractor to compute a per-unit
cost (i.e., cost per new teacher hired).

In addition to the outcome data collected throughout the program, at the end of the program SCOE
will survey appropriate staff of school districts that have been involved in the program to collect
information about their perceptions of the effectiveness of the program overall and of specific
program activities, and their suggestions for improvement. This information will be included in the
final program summary report that SCOE will provide to CDE.

Proposal Organization and Contents

A proposal must be organized as described below, and must include, as described below, (a)
the signed statement on the cover page, (b) the information and forms in Proposal Section 8, and
(c) the two required appendices. A proposal that is not organized as required or does
not contain the required elements specified in the previous sentence will be deemed
nonresponsive and will not be evaluated. A proposal should have the content specified
below for the Table of Contents and Proposal Sections 1-7. Missing content will result in a lower
score. Provide the specified information with sufficient detail so that proposal evaluators will
clearly understand what you are proposing, but in a concise manner, without superfluous
elaboration or redundancy.

Cover Page and Table of Contents

Begin with a Cover Page that identifies the bidder and indicates that the proposal is in response
to this RFP. Include a statement, with an appropriate signature, on the cover page that certifies
both of the following:
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» that the proposal is an authorized request for a contract with the Sacramento County
Office of Education for the California Teacher Recruitment Program, and
« that the bidder is currently eligible to do business in California.2

An original (not photocopied) signature is required in copy 1 of the proposal; a photocopy is
acceptable in the other copies. This signed statement is required. A proposal without the signed
statement will not be evaluated.

Identify on the cover page a contact person at the organization that is sponsoring the proposal,
one or more telephone numbers, an e-mail address, and a fax number where that individual can
be reached during the proposal review period.

Follow the cover page with a Table of Contents that clearly outlines the major sections of the
proposal (listed below) and indicates by page number the location of each section.

Proposal Section 1: Understanding of Program Context

In this section of the proposal, bidders should demonstrate an understanding of the credentialing
and teacher recruitment context in which the CTRP will operate.

* indicate the start, key interim, and ending dates for the activity.

21). Following an orientation and training session that will focus on the RFP requirements
and the Proposal Evaluation Criteria: Part |, each Proposal Review Team member will
independently read each proposal and provide an initial score for each criterion. Team
members will then meet to discuss the strengths and weaknesses of each proposal and
either develop written questions for the bidder or, if the team has no questions for the
bidder, assign final scores. This meeting is expected to take place on Monday, July 31,
2006. If the team has questions, they will be e-mailed to the bidder as soon as possible with
an indication of when the written responses to the questions will be due to SCOE (probably
August 2 by 5:00 p.m.).

SCOE’s Contract Monitor will specify the content and
format of the invoice and supporting documentation, and with SCOE’s Business Services
Department staff will review each invoice to assure that expenses are for specific program
activities that are part of the contractor's scope of work and that the expenditures are
supported. Upon approval of the invoice, SCOE will initiate the payment process.

Expenses that are not reimbursable include travel outside the continental United States, teacher
induction, capital outlay, and extraneous equipment not directly related to program activities.
Expenses must adhere to all applicable provisions of federal, state, and local rules, regulations,
and policies relating to the administration, use, and accounting of public school funds, including
but not limited to the California Education Code.

Payments to the contractor will not be made in advance of services rendered. The contractor
shall maintain detailed, complete, accurate, and up-to-date accounts of the use of program
funds. During the contract period and for five years following the conclusion of the contract, all
such information shall be made available to the Contract Monitor, his designee, or the State of
California upon request, and financial accounts will be subject to audit at the Contract Monitor’s
or the State of California’s discretion.

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Appendix C

California State Travel Program:
Travel and Per Diem Limitations

A Summary of the State of California Short-term Travel Expense Reimbursement
Program Administered by the Department of Personnel Administration

Rates, time frames, and requirements are applicable to all contractors and subcontractors.
Additional details applicable to the travel reimbursement program may be found in the California
Code of Regulations, Title 2, Division 1, Chapter 3, Article 2 (requirements applicable to excluded
employees).

Conditions of Travel

Reimbursement shall not be made for meal and lodging expenses incurred within 50 miles of
home or headquarters. CDE may approve meals and/or lodging for employees on travel status
away from, but within 50 miles of home or headquarters. Delegation does not extend to the
approval of meals or lodging at either the home or headquarters location.

Lodging Reimbursement Rates — In-State

Applicable when state business requires an overnight stay and the employee uses a good,
moderately priced commercial lodging establishment (hotel, motel, bed and breakfast, or public
campground) that caters to the short-term traveler, and for day trips of less than 24 hours.

Lodging Reimbursement — (receipt required)

Statewide with the following exceptions up to $84.00 + tax
Counties of Los Angeles and San Diego up to $110.00 + tax
Alameda, San Francisco, San Mateo, and Santa Clara up to $140.00 + tax

Note: Travelers who do not provide a lodging receipt are eligible to claim meals/incidentals only
as appropriate to the time frames of travel (see below for rates and time frames).

Mileage Reimbursement Rates

All privately owned vehicle mileage driven on State business is subject to advanced approval by
the appointing authority. The rate claimed shall be considered full reimbursement for all costs
related to the operation and maintenance of the vehicle, including both liability and comprehensive
insurance.

Automobile 34 cents per mile
Spec. vehicle w/cert up to 37 cents per mile
Private aircraft up to 50 cents per mile
Bicycle up to 4 cents per mile

If dropped off and picked up at a common carrier and no parking expense is claimed, mileage to
and from the common carrier may be claimed at the above appropriate rate times twice the
number of miles you actually occupy the vehicle (pays for each round trip).

Meals and Incidentals — (each 24 hour period)

Breakfast: actual expense up to $6.00
Lunch: actual expense up to $10.00
Dinner: actual expense up to $18.00
Incidentals: actual expense up to $6.00
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Note: YOU must retain all meal receipts for audit by the state or the IRS.

Timeframes

First Day (Trip of More Than 24 Hours):

Trip begins at or after 8 a.m.: may claim breakfast
Trip begins at or after 2 p.m.: may claim lunch
Trip begins at or after 7 p.m.: may claim dinner

Fractional Day (After 24 Hours of Travel):

Trip ends at or after 8 a.m.: may claim breakfast
Trip ends at or after 2 p.m.: may claim lunch
Trip ends at or after 7 p.m.: may claim dinner

Fractional Day (Trip of Less Than 24 Hours of Travel):

Trip must begin at or before 6 a.m. AND end at or after 9 a.m. in order to claim breakfast.
Trip must begin at or before 4 p.m. AND end at or after 7 p.m. in order to claim dinner.
No lunch or incidentals may be claimed.

If there is no overnight stay, these meals are taxable.

Note: Full meals included in airfare, hotel and conference fees, or otherwise provided may not
also be claimed for reimbursement. The same meal may not be claimed more than once on
any date. Continental breakfast of rolls, coffee, and juice are not considered full meals.

Conferences/Conventions (Rooms that are contracted by the sponsors for the event)
— State sponsored:
With receipt, up to $110.00 + tax
— Non-state sponsored:
With receipt, up to the rate contracted for the event

Out-of-State Travel
Lodging with receipt: actual expense (subject to CDE approval)
Meals/incidentals: same rates/requirements as in-state reimbursement

Out-of-Country Travel
Lodging with receipt: actual expense (subject to CDE approval)
Meals/incidentals: as published by the U.S. Government for dates and places traveled

Receipts/Miscellaneous:

Receipts are required for each item for expense for street car, ferry fares, bridge and road tolls,
local transit, taxi, shuttle, or hotel bus, and parking over $10, business phone calls over $5.00, all
gas for rental cars and all lodging, regardless of amount.

Keep all receipts. CDE may require submission of receipts with invoices. All
business expenses are to be incurred as a result of conducting state business, and
are subject to review/verification by the CDE.

Subcontractors are subject to the same rules and requirements if they are
reimbursed for travel. Meals when the individual is not on travel status and
refreshments or break service at meetings are not reimbursable.

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Appendix G

Contract Provisions

The following provisions will become part of the contract.

1.

Contractor agrees to provide materials, tools, equipment, and/or services, and Contractee
(County Office of Education) agrees to make money payment(s) for services satisfactorily
rendered. Both parties agree to perform at the times, in the manner, and in the amount(s)
set forth in this Agreement.

Hold Harmless Clause: The Contractor shall hold harmless and indemnify the County Office
and the Board of Education, officers, and employees from every claim or demand which
may be made by reason of:

A. Any injury to person or properties sustained by the Contractor or by a person, firm or
corporation employed directly or indirectly by him/her in connection with his/her
performance under the contract or any claims, losses, liabilities, or damages arising
from any contention by a third party that an employer-employee relationship exists
between Contractor and Contractee by reason of this Agreement (See #3, below).

B. Any injury to person or property sustained by any person, firm or corporation caused
by act, neglect, default, or omission by the Contractor or of any person, firm or
corporation directly or indirectly employed by him/her in connection with his/her
performance under the contract. The indemnification shall include, without limitation,
any tort liability of the Contractee arising out of, related to, or connected with the failure
of the goods or services specified in this Agreement to comply with any federal, state,
or local laws, regulations, codes, ordinances, standards, or rulings that in any manner
affect the goods or services specified in this Agreement, or the failure of Contractor to
secure all necessary permits, licenses, approvals, or inspections required in
connection with the performance of work under this Agreement.

C. Any liability that may arise from the furnishing of the use of any copyrighted or
uncopyrighted composition, secret process, or patented or unpatented invention in
connection with his/her performance under the contract.

The Contractor, at his own risk and expense, shall defend any legal proceedings or claim
that may be brought against the Board of Education or the County Office, its officers, and
employees. The Contractor will also satisfy any judgment that may be rendered against the
Board of Education, the County Office, its officers or employees for injuries or damages
sustained in connection with his performance under the contract. Contractor’s foregoing
indemnity obligations shall also include, without limitation, the reasonable attorneys’ fees,
consultants’ fees and investigation costs incurred by Contractee.

The parties hereto agree that the Contractor, and any agents and employees of Contractor,
in the performance of this Agreement, shall act in an independent Contractor capacity and
not as officers or employees or agents of the County Office. The Contractor understands
that he/she and all of his/her employees shall not be employees or agents of the County
Office and are not entitled to participate in any County Office pension plans, retirement,
health and welfare programs, or any similar programs or benefits, as a result of this
Agreement. The Contractor and his/her employees or agents shall not be employees of the
County Office for federal or state tax purposes, or for any other purpose. Contractor shall

assume full responsibility for payment of all federal, state and local taxes or contributions,
including unemployment insurance, social security and income taxes with respect to
Contractor and his/her employees or agents for any compensation for services performed
under this Agreement. The County Office assumes no liability for workers’ compensation or
liability for loss, damage or injury to persons or property during or relating to the
performance of services under this Agreement.

The County Office may terminate this Agreement and be relieved of the payment of any
consideration to Contractor should any of the following occur: (a) material violation of this
Agreement by Contractor; or (b) any act by Contractor exposing Contractee to liability to
others for personal injury or property damage; or (¢) Contractor is adjudged a bankrupt,
Contractor makes a general assignment for the benefit of creditors or a receiver is
appointed on account of Contractor’s insolvency. In the event of such termination, the
County Office may proceed with the work in any manner deemed proper to the County
Office. If the costs to the Contractee exceed the costs of obtaining goods or services
under this agreement, the excess cost shall be charged to and collected from the
Contractor. The foregoing provisions are in addition to and not a limitation of any other rights
or remedies available to the Contractee.

This Agreement is for personal services to be performed by Contractor. Neither this
Agreement nor any duties or obligations to be performed by Contractor under this
Agreement shall be assigned without the prior written consent of the Contractee. In the
event of any assignment by Contractor to which Contractee has consented, the assignee or
his, her or its legal representative shall agree in writing with Contractee to personally
assume, perform, and be bound by the covenants, obligations, and agreements contained in
this Agreement.

It is understood that any unreasonable delay in the completion of work by the Contractor
shall constitute a material breach of this Agreement.

The provisions of this Agreement shall extend to and be binding and inure to the benefit of
the heirs, executors, administrators, successors and assigns of the respective parties
hereto.

It is mutually understood and agreed that no oral understandings or agreements and no
alterations or variations of the terms of this Agreement shall be binding on either party
unless made in writing, expressly incorporated into this Agreement, and signed by both
parties.

All material produced under this Agreement shall become the property of the County Office
and cannot be used without permission of same.

Fingerprinting Requirements: Education Code Section 45125.1 states that if employees of
any contractor providing school site administrative or similar services may have any contact
with any pupils, those employees shall be fingerprinted by the Department of Justice (DOJ)
before entering to determine that they have not been convicted of a serious or violent
felony. If more than limited contact with students will occur during the performance of these
services by Contractor, Contractor will not perform services until all employees providing
services have been fingerprinted by the DOJ and DOJ fingerprinting clearance certification
has been provided to the County Office.

Insurance: Prior to commencement of services and during the life of this Agreement,

Contractor shall provide Contractee with a copy of its policy evidencing its comprehensive
general liability insurance coverage in a sum not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence.

Contractor will also provide a written endorsement to such policy naming Contractee as an
additional insured, and such endorsement shall also state, “Such insurance as is afforded
by this policy shall be primary, and any insurance carried by the County Office shall be
excess and noncontributory.” If insurance isn’t kept in force during the entire term of the
Agreement, the County Office may procure the necessary insurance and pay the premium
therefore, and the premium shall be paid by the Contractor to the County Office.

The Contract shall be construed in all respects in accordance with and governed by the

laws and decisions of the State of California. All legal disputes shall be filed in Sacramento
County.
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
